General Briefing – All Exhibitors
Thanks for coming to the Artful Dodgers’ March CPE trial!
1. By posting this briefing all exhibitors are held to the rules/policies listed therein.
2. Please note that any violation of the rules/policies listed in this briefing is grounds for dismissal from this trial without refund and all future Artful Dodgers trials.
Facilities & Grounds
1. Please be especially considerate of other businesses and neighbors in and around this facility. Do not exercise your dogs anywhere but on CISC property. The grassy areas on the sides of and the larger areas behind the trial buildings are all available. Please respect restricted parking signs like Head In Only Parking, etc. 
2. Do NOT exercise dogs in front of the buildings! There is ample space on the side and behind this building. Please clean up after your dogs. Anyone not doing so at the trial site or hotels will be dismissed from the trial with no refund. Do not bring dog waste inside!
3. Please exercise your dog well before entering the ring to run! Accidents in the ring require specialized clean up because of the flooring and may incur a damage fee. The damage fee will be passed on to the exhibitor whose dog causes the damage.

4. You must protect the floor by using something “waterproof” under your crates and chairs-- mats, tarps, etc. This will be strictly enforced. Woven mats (even plastic ones), blankets, etc. are not waterproof & therefore, not sufficient by themselves. 
5. Dogs are not allowed in the restrooms, lunch room or on the tables at any time and must be on leash when not competing in the ring. Do not leave dogs tied to chairs, tables, door handles or otherwise unattended. If you or someone else cannot hold onto your dog, it must be crated. There may be other events onsite this weekend. Please keep your dog(s) leashed and under control at all times. Maryland has a leash law!
6.  Crate space is limited. High occupancy x-pens only! Crate/space aggressive dogs must be covered and may not be positioned on the corners of aisles or other heavy traffic areas. This will be enforced and if complaints are received, dogs will be moved. Please be conservative in your set up and willing to make room for additional people on Sunday.
7.  No cleats of any type may be worn.  No alcoholic beverages are allowed on the show site.

2. In the event of an emergency, directions to emergency facilities for humans and canines may be found at the scoretable.

1. Course copies –Please only take one copy for the classes you are entered in. Judges bring enough copies to cover the number of exhibitors in a given class. There should be adequate copies for those that arrive later if everyone only takes what s/he is entered in. As usual, there will always be a copy of each course posted.

2. Running orders— Please check in with the Gate Steward promptly (prior to or during the walk through is best!). If you do not check in and are not at the gate at the correct time for your run, you will be marked absent. If you have more than one dog entered in the same class and jump height and you feel they are scheduled uncomfortably close together, we will be happy to adjust the running order for you. Please wait for the Gate Steward. Do not randomly reorder yourself.
Scores & Ribbons

1. Scores will be posted as soon as they are available. Please help us to get everyone’s scores out as quickly as possible by checking scores when they are posted on the Plexiglas outside the ring. Please be kind when approaching the scoretable. Remember, we are volunteers. We will be happy to help you and make any corrections, if necessary, but please be patient.
2. Ribbons—we have Q, placement and Junior Handler ribbons. Rainbow “Q” ribbons are only for those competing in Level C. ALL other levels receive the Teal Q ribbons. They are not interchangeable. Please do not take a Rainbow “Q” because they are “prettier”(. Junior Handler “Q” ribbons: If you entered as a junior handler and you qualify in Standard, you get BOTH the orange Junior Handler Q and the Teal Q ribbons. The orange Q is only handed out in the Standard class.
3. Win a bag of dog biscuits each day! Check your “Q” cookie. If you find the special cookie instead of a letter “Q”, you win a free bag of biscuits! Please note that there are no placement prizes. We do Q cookies for ALL qualifying scores (rather than placement only prizes) so make sure to pick up your Q cookie.
4. Move ups—A binder will be located at the scoretable. Move ups will be accepted for Standard, Snooker and Jumpers from Saturday to Sunday. Forms must be completed by the end of the last class on Saturday.  No exceptions!
Workers
1. Worker Schedule – The schedule is posted in several areas throughout the building. Thank you for volunteering—this is a small trial and without exhibitor support it can’t happen! If you see an empty space and would like to help out, please see your Chief Ring Steward. Our Chief Ring Stewards Ann Pribyl (Saturday) or Linda Hulbert (Sunday). You will receive a coupon for each complete class you work. This coupon may be used at the snack bar for up to $2 off your food order or for $2 off a future Artful Dodgers/ODTC trial entry in 2008 or may be exchanged for one toy or treat at the ribbon table. 
2. Worker Hospitality - Soda, water and light snacks are available at the hospitality table to anyone that works a class. Please help us keep costs down by bringing water for your dogs. Do not take water/ice from the workers’ hospitality coolers for your dogs. Please do not open cases of water/soda/juice or boxes of snacks. If you have a question about something at the hospitality table, please let the ribbon table know. They will contact the appropriate club member.
3. Workers Raffle: We have a workers raffle each day. These tickets are in addition to the coupons mentioned above. Drawing will be held after the start of the last class.
