The rules and regulations of the United States Dog Agility
Association, Inc., as amended March 30, 2007, shall apply at this event.

Agility Test Class Descriptions

Two certification programs will be offered at this event — Championship and Performance.
Competitors may enter both Championship and Performance Program classes for which they
are digible; however, under NO circumstance may a dog be entered in the same
Championship and Performance class (i.e. standard at any level in both programs).

Championship Program Classes

The Starters Standard classes shall be for any dogs that have not earned the Agility Dog® title
or a Starters Standard title. Starters non-standard classes shall be for any dogs that have not
earned a title in the class being entered (Starters Gamblers, Starters Jumpers, Starters Pairs
Relay with 3 partners or Starters Snooker) or a qualifying score in the equivaent non-standard
class a the Advanced or Masters level. When offered separately as Starters and Novice
classes, the Starters level classes are for dogs handled by a person who has not previously
earned the Agility Dog® title or atitle in the Performance or Veterans Program with any dog.

The Advanced Standard classes shall be for dogs that have earned the Agility Dog® title or a
Starters Standard title. Advanced non-standard classes shall be for dogs that have earned the
Agility Dog® title or that have earned atitle in the equivalent non-standard class at the Starters
level, but have not earned the equivalent Advanced non-standard title or a qualifying score in
the equivalent non-standard class at the Masters level.

The Masters Standard classes shall be for dogs that have earned the Advanced Agility Dog®
title or the Advanced Standard title. Masters non-standard classes shall be for dogs that have
earned the Advanced Agility Dog® title, the equivalent non-standard title at the Advanced
level, or that had previously qualified for entry into the equivalent Masters non-standard class
prior to January 1, 2004.

Performance Program Classes

Generadly, Performance Level |, Level 1l and Level 111 are run on courses used for Starters,
Advanced and Masters classes in the Championship Program, with the following exceptions:
the A-frame is set at 5'6", jump heights are one height class lower as set forth in Notes to
Competitors, no spread hurdles are utilized and time standards in the standard, jumpers, and

pairs classes are extended by 3 seconds beyond that utilized in the Championship. Eligibility
is determined as follows:

The Performance | Standard class shall be for any dog that has not earned the Performance
Dog I*™ title, the Performance | Standard title, or a qualifying score in the Performance Il or
Performance |11 standard classes. Performance | Non-standard classes shall be for any dog
that has not earned atitle in the class being entered (Performance | Gamblers, Performance |
Jumpers, or Performance | Snooker) or a qualifying score in the equivalent non-standard class
at the Performance Il or Performancelll level.

The Performance Il Standard classes shall be for any dog that has earned the Performance Dog
IV title, the Performance Standard | title, the Agility Dog® title or the Veteran Agility Dog™
title, but has not earned the Performance Dog 1M title or Performance Standard 11 title, or a
qualifying score in the Performance |1l standard class. Performance Il non-standard classes
shall be for dogs having earned the Performance Dog I title, the Agility Dog® title or atitle
in the equivalent Starters or Performance | non-standard class, but not having earned atitle in
the equivalent non-standard Performance Il class or a qualifying score in the equivalent non-
standard Performance 11 class.

The Performance 111 Standard classes shall be for any dog that has earned the Performance
Dog 11" title, the Performance Standard 11 title, the Advanced Agility Dog™ title, or the
Veteran Advanced Agility Dog™ title. Performance |11 non-standard classes shall be for dogs
having earned the Performance Dog 115" title, the Advanced Agility Dog® title, the equivalent
non-standard title at the Advanced or Performance |1 level, or that had previously qualified for
entry into the equivalent Performance non-standard class prior to January 1, 2004.

Titling Class Descriptions

Classes include standard agility, gamblers, jumpers, pairs relay and snooker agility as set forth
in Chapters 3 — 7 of USDAA Rules and Regulations, each of which are conducted at three
competitive levels.

Standard classes consist of a sequentially numbered course containing an Aframe, Dog Walk,
See-Saw, Open tunnel(s), Closed Tunndl, Table, Tire Jump, Weaves, Spread Jump and various
Hurdle Jumps.  Championship Standard classes are scored pursuant to the provision of
Chapter 3 (Masters), Chapter 4 (Advanced), and Chapter 5 (Starters). Generally, Performance
Level I, Leve 11, and Level 111 classes are run on courses used for Starters, Advanced and
Masters classes in the Championship Program and scored identically with the following
exceptions. no spread hurdles are utilized, and time standards are extended by 3 seconds
beyond that utilized in the Championship Program.

Gamblers classes consist of a course with no pre-determined route and each obstacle is
assigned a point value. In the “opening” period the handler seeks to accumulate points by
performing the obstacles of higher choice in the time allotted. At the conclusion of the
“opening” the handler attempts the “gamble’, a sequence designated by the judge to be
handled from a distance, for additiona points. This nonstandard class is pursuant to the
provision of Chapters 6 and 7 of USDAA Rules and Regulations.

Pairs Relay classes consist of a standard course with one dog and handler running a portion
of the course, followed by a baton exchange to a second handler and dog who run the second
portion of the course. Partners must be from the same level and in the same height division,
mini (Ch12/16, Perf 8/12) or open (Ch22/26, Perf 16/22). In the event only one dog is entered
in aprogram/ level, un-entered dogs or dogs from other program/levels may not be recruited



to form a qualifying pair. This non-standard class is scored pursuant to the provisions of
Chapters6 and 7.

Jumpers classes consist of a course of jumps and may include atire and tunnels. This non-
standard classis scored pursuant to the provisions of Chapters 6 and 7.

Snooker Class has an “opening” sequence of point collection similar to the Gamblers
followed by a closing sequence of a set pattern. This non-standard class is scored pursuant to
the provisions of Chapters6 and 7.

2008 Grand Prix of Dog Agility® World Championships - L ocal
Qualifier

This class is open to all competitors other than those who are entered in the Performance
Nationa Standard qualifier at this event, regardless of titles earned or skill level. The Grand
Prix is a single-round tournament featuring the sport in its basic form. The course includes
obstacles as set forth in Chapter 3 of USDAA Rules and Regulations for standard agility,
except that no table obstacle shall be used. Standard scoring shall be applied utilizing time
standards generally ranging from 3.50 yards per second to 3.75 yards per second for
competitors in the 22" and 26" height classes, from 3.10 to 3.40 yards per second for
competitorsin the 16” height class and 2.85 to 3.05 yards per second in the 12" height class.

Awards

Competitors that earn five (5) or fewer faults shall earn a qualifying score. In addition, the
first place qualifying handler/dog team in each height class shall earn a “bye” voucher,
permitting them to directly advance to the final round of aregional championship. A double
maroon and white ribbon shall be awarded to all qualifiers.

2008 Performance National Standard®™ Championships - Local
Qualifier

This class is open to al competitors other than those who are entered in the Grand Prix
qualifier at this event, regardless of titles earned or skill level. This qualifier is a single-round
tournament featuring the Performance Program in its basic form. The course includes
obstacles as set forth in Chapter 7 of USDAA Rules and Regulations for standard performance
class, except that no table obstacle shall be used. Standard scoring shall be applied utilizing
time standards generally ranging from 3.30 yards per second to 3.55 yards per second for
competitors in the 16" and 22" height classes, from 2.95 to 3.25 yards per second for
competitorsin the 12" height class and 2.75 to 2.95 yards per second in the 8” height class.

Awards

Competitors that earn five (5) or fewer faults shall earn a qualifying score. In addition, the first
place qualifying handler/dog team in each height class shall earn a “bye” voucher, permitting
them to directly advance to the final round of aregional championship. A double maroon and
pink ribbon shall be awarded to all qualifiers.

2008 Grand Prix of Dog Agility® and Performance National
Standard®™ Championships— Regional Championship

This class (not offered at this event) is open to all competitors that have earned a qualifying
score at a loca qudifier event. The Regional Championship is a two-round tournament
consisting of a preliminary and a final round. All qualified competitors not submitting a“bye
voucher” with their entry must compete in the preliminary round. A competitor who is
utilizing a “bye” voucher may elect to run in the preliminary round without affecting their
qualification for the final round. Bye vouchers must be used under the following stipulations:
Only the handler earning the “bye” is eligible to utilize the “bye” when entering any
Regional Championship with that dog. Although a handler/dog team may earn more than one
“bye”, each “bye” is non-transferable, can be used only once and must be redeemed with
entry to a Regional Championship along with fees due for the class. Further, the handler
earning a “bye’ with a dog must be the same throughout the qualification process when the
“bye” voucher is redeemed for entry with that dog. In a situation where the competitor must
qualify at aloca qualifier held after the closing date of a Regional in order to be eligible for
entry at that Regional, the competitor MUST notify the show secretary immediately if a
voucher will be applied to the Regional. Failure to do so will render the voucher invalid for
that Regional only.

Awards

Competitors that earn five (5) or fewer faults in the preliminary round shall earn a qualifying
score which applies both to further progression into the fina round of the regional
championship as well as to the quarterfinas of the World Championship and to the dog's
lifetime records. Competitors that earn five (5) or fewer faults in the fina round may earn
“byes’ into the semifinals or finals of the World Championships based upon their placement
in the final round. First through third place in each jump height shall receive a placement
rosette, with all semifinaists receiving semifinalist rosettes. See the complete rules &
regulations for Regiona and World Championships, which are hereby incorporated by
reference.

Further program eligibility in the World Championships shall be determined as follows:
Where a competitor has qualifying scores in Championship Program tournaments and
Performance Program tournaments, a competitor must enter al Championship Program
tournaments unless the total number of qualifications earned in all Performance Program
tournaments is greater.



Agility Test Prizesand Awards

First through fourth place ribbons will be awarded for placement in each height classin
the standard classes. Maroon ribbons will be awarded to all qualifiers.

First through fourth place ribbons will be awarded for placement in each height classin
the non-standard classes. Maroon ribbons will be awarded to al qualifiers in non-
standard titling classes.

In addition, each handler in the first through fourth place Mini Agility and Open Agility
teams in the Pairs events will receive ribbons.

Grand Prix & Performance National classes: First through third place in each height
class will receive rosettes. First place qualifying winner in each height class shall be
awarded a “bye voucher”, permitting them to advance to the final round of a regional
championship. A double overlay maroon and white ribbon (Grand Prix) and double
overlay maroon and pink ribbon (Perf Nat'l) shall be awarded to all quaifiers.

Directions: From the North: Take 1-97 South off the Baltimore Beltway. Exit New Cut Road.
Turn right at the end of the ramp. Follow approximately1.5 mile to fork in road. Bear left onto
Gambrills Rd. Go approx 2 miles to flashing red traffic light and turn left onto Dicus Mill Rd.
Turn right a the second street, Ski Lane. After 3 houses, the main road turns left and the
driveway to 470 continues straight ahead. Follow the signs to the far back of the property.

From the South: Take either 97 north or Rt. 3 north to Rt. 32 west. Exit Burns Crossing Road.
At the end of a long ramp; turn right at the traffic light onto Burns Crossing. Take the first
immediate street on the right, Dicus Mill. Go approx two miles to stop sign and flashing
yellow light, continue straight and follow the directions above to Ski Lane.

Competitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of
USDAA rules and regulations including, but not limited to, the following rules regarding

entry:

This test is open to all dogs being at least eighteen months of age including purebred
and non-purebred, except bitches in season, dogs suffering from any deformity, injury
or illness that may affect the dog® physical or mental performance, or dogs exhibiting
signs of aggression.

All dogs must be registered with the USDAA and have a “U” number in order to
compete in USDAA sanctioned events. Additionaly, al junior handlers must be
separately registered with their dogs for participation in Junior Handlers Program
classes. Registration may be made online at www.usdaa.com, or registration may be
made concurrently with entry to this show, a form for which is included in this Agility
Test Schedule.

No leads, collars, food, toys, or other aids or devices shall be permitted on the course at
any time.

Safety shall always be of foremost consideration at all times. Handlers, through entry at
this event, accept full responsibility for themselves and the actions of their dogs.

The Organizing Committee of an event may refuse the entry of any competitor or dog
for just cause should the committee views that participation by competitor or dog would
be prejudicia to the sport. However, any committee so doing must notify the
competitor in writing (with a copy to the USDAA office) in anticipation of or upon
receipt of entry. The notice must include the reason for refusing the entry and a brief
explanation of the basis for their decision. The burden of responsibility for
appropriateness of such action rests solely with the host group and its Organizing
Committee.
