Contributing Member Application Form 

Who is eligible to be a Contributing Member (CM)?

According to ODTC By-Laws: Contributing members are persons who in the determination of the Board of Governors have or are making significant contributions to the operations of the club. They are required to pay dues, and are eligible to vote and hold office. The list of contributing members is to be published at the beginning of each membership term. The term of contributing membership is one year.
To be considered for CM, a member must have devoted at least 50 hours to ODTC in some capacity. This can be one or several activities combined. Examples of qualifying activities are shown on the reverse side or next page.

Each application will be reviewed by the Board of Directors to determine qualification for CM status. If the applicant does not qualify for CM, he/she will be notified. A list of qualifying Contributing Members will be prepared and provided to class registrars prior to the fall registration period for classes. The charge for class fees will be based on this list.

What are the benefits of Contributing Membership?

Contributing Members get first choice for seminars and ALL classes if they meet the class criteria and deadlines. In consideration for their service to the club, they are charged only 33-50% of full price for classes.

How can one become a Contributing Member?

Any member who would like to apply for CM status must submit this Contributing Member Application Form, completed and signed by both the applicant and the verifying Training Director or Board member, at the time of membership renewal and payment of dues for the upcoming membership year.
